I hope you are all enjoying this cool, wet summer. The Chapter is planning a really fun way to
end the summer with our annual outing, this year being a picnic at the home of Tim and
Johanna Masters in Brackney, PA near Quaker Lake, on Saturday, August 26, starting around
3:00. Tim and Johanna have the finest Hauptwerk organ setup in the area, with sample sets
from three different organs (English, German, and French), including an elaborate speaker
system. Bring your organ shoes and music. We will start at 3:00 with a demonstration of the
organ, and then each of you can take turns at the console.

The Masters will provide BBQ chicken and setups. The rest of us should bring salads, drinks,
desserts, or any specialty dish you choose for the table.



The address is 6194 Laurel Lake Rd, Brackney, PA. Phone: 570-663-3011. GPS works for
getting here, but Google Maps doesn't. Johanna says there is only off-road parking for about 8
cars, so we will need to organize carpooling from Binghamton. Closer to the event, | will send
out a notice to you recruiting drivers, and setting up a meeting place in town to gather before
going out to Brackney. For those of you from out of town that may need to drive straight there,
I include directions | received from Johanna, however, | hope most of us can go out together so
there won’t be too many cars at the house.

Directions from Binghamton: Take either Park Ave. or Pennsylvania Ave., both of which will
turn into Hawleyton Road at the gas station. Continue about 2 miles on Hawleyton Rd. to the
hairpin turn, (sharp left), Quaker Lake Rd. (There is a small green sign at the turn.) Quaker
Lake Rd. will go past the Brackney Inn and dead-end at the lake. Turn left. This road turns into
Laurel Lake Rd. Proceed 1.5 miles and we are the little brown house on the right. (6194) If you
reach Laurel Lake, you've gone too far. Turn back one mile.

Directions from Endicott, Vestal: Take Rt. 26 to the Choconut Inn. There is also an NBT bank
on that corner. Turn left, (Quaker Lake Rd.) and continue (about 6 miles to our house) straight
through 4 Corners (with a stop sign). You will start driving along the lake and come to an
intersection. Don't turn. Continue straight on, up a hill (which turns into Laurel Lake Rd.) and
we are 1.5 miles up from the lake, a little brown house on the right (6194). If you reach Laurel
Lake, you've gone too far. Go back one mile.

What is Hauptwerk?

Hauptwerk is highly advanced software designed to provide a platform for the
virtual realization of the wide selection of sample sets available of many of the
world's greatest pipe organs. It takes advantage of the enormous strides that
have been made in improving both the processor speeds and the capacity of
random access memory (RAM) of the personal computer. MIDI (Musical In-
strument Digital Interface) protocols are utilized to provide the comnmnica-
tion between the console and the computer.

How does Hauptwerk differ from other virtual organ systems?

The Hauptwerk virtual pipe organ software is designed to take full advantage
of current computer capabilities. In typical sample sets each individual pipe is
sampled from 7 to 15 seconds at 24 bit 48kHz. These long samples are multiply
looped and provided with multiple release samples to provide a more faithful
rendering according to the duration of the note being played. Additional real-
ism is provided by accurate sampling of the acoustical response of swell enclo-
sures and the actual effect on the pipes of the fremulants. Some ranks are
separately sampled with fremulant.

Piaying a Hauptwerk virtual pipe organ

Hearing a Hauptwerk virtual pipe organ is very much like listening to a very
good recording of the sampled organ The difference? You get to play it! You
are performing utilizing actual recordings of that organ's pipes. Unless you
configure it otherwise, the organ is at the original pifch and temperament,
with random tuning errors present at the time of recording the samples, and
includes the acoustical ambiance of the building. The real thing? No - the
quaint village pub across the way and the charming medieval architecture
aren't included What it does provide, though, is the closest possible represen-
tation of the organ that present day technology allows.

How can I hear what Hauptwerk can do ?

Many of the sample sets available have been produced by Milan Digital Au-
dio, present developers of the Hauptwerk virtual pipe organ system. Other
sample sets have been produced by third party providers. Most of these sam-
ple sets have MP3 and/or .wav demos available through their providers. In
addition, many very fine performances (and some less so) utilizing Hauptwerk
sample sets may be found at http:/Avww.contrebombarde.com and on You-
Tube. We encourage you to listen to these to discover the amazing breadth of
material available. You'll be astonished at the possibilities!
