A Concert celebrating the 40th anniversary of the installation of the Schantz pipe organ at The 

Park Church, Elmira, N.Y., will take place Sunday, September 14, 2014, at 3 p.m. 

Musicians will be:  Thomas Bohlert, organist, joined by Charlotte Cook, organ, Carrie Hooper, 

soprano, and Linda Couchon, violin. 

There will be music by Theodore Dubois, G. F. Handel, J.S. Bach, 

Jacques Lemmens, Charles Gounod, Cesar Franck, Percy Fletcher, and others. 

 

Free-will offering. Reception following. 

Thomas Bohlert is director of music at the First Presbyterian Church in East Hampton, where 

he is organist and directs the adult and childrenôs choirs. He leads the Music at the Old Town 

Church series, which has included organ and voice recitals, musicales, silent films with organ 

accompaniment, jazz services, and art exhibits. In 2005 he oversaw the reconditioning of the 

1960 Austin organ there, and in 2013 the rebuilding of the Steinway piano in the sanctuary. He 

is also accompanist for the Choral Society of the Hamptons.  

He is a member of the newly formed chamber music ensemble Bach & Forth. Recently he gave 

the premiere performance of a new song cycle for soprano, sung by Trudy Craney, and piano by 

New York City composer Noa Ain, "Vita Nova" ("New Life"), based on texts by Dante 

Alighieri, at Saint Peter's Lutheran Church in New York City. Last year he led a class on the 

Brahms Chorale Preludes for organ for the Binghamton, N.Y. chapter of the American Guild of 

Organists.  

He previously was director of music at The Park Church in Elmira, New York, from 1980 to
