gala performance that evening with voice, instruments, and organ (8:00 pm).

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featuring a performance of Louis Vierne: Messe Sollenelle, with organ solos 

by Michael Hall and Barbara Adler.  Free tickets may be reserved by 

sending an email to *ithacafrenchorgan*at*gmail*dot*com*.  We will be sending out 

a notice closer to the event to arrange transportation to the recital on the 16
th
.

address.  The church isn’t very large, so it will fill up fast.
